Register of Electors

The Register of Electors is published on 1st December each year and lists the names and addresses of everyone registered to vote.

It is available to view, under supervision, in the local library , the council headquarters and the office of the Electoral Registration Officer (ERO).

At least annually the ERO contacts each address, usually in September by posting a form asking to check & return a form to confirm the details of eligible resident electors.

It is a legal requirement to respond to the ERO when requested to do so.

Anyone who changes address , name or entitlement to register to vote can apply at any time to have their details included or amended. 

A statutory timetable of updates ( monthly between 1st December & 1st September each year ) is published on the ERO’s website. www.saa.gov.uk/central 

Application forms are available to download from the website and are also available in the local library

When an election is announced electors only have until 11 working days before polling day to return completed and signed voter registration forms and/or applications to vote by post.(forms are available in the local library or from the website)
